Pearl - Yalta"

(5 days/4 nights)

Day 1.  Arrival in Yalta. Check-in to the 1st-category rooms of the Hotel ”Yalta-Intourist”. Breakfast. Excursion around Yalta. Visit to the Alexandr Nevsky Cathedral, Armenian Church and Ioan Zlatoust Cathedral. Restaurant lunch. Short rest. Visit to the world-famous Institute of Viticulture and Wine-Growing in Magarach. Tasting of the Crimean wines, dinner. Return to the hotel.

Day 2. Breakfast at the hotel restaurant. Excursion to Sevastopol including a visit to the Aquarium and "Exotarium", a place full of interesting facts about the fauna of the Black and tropical seas. Restaurant lunch (Crimean Tatar cuisine). Excursion to the Panorama - a world-famous memorial to battle pictorial art. Return to Yalta. Dinner at a restaurant by the sea. Walk along the evening shoreline of Yalta.

Day 3. Breakfast at the hotel restaurant. Excursion with a visit to Livadia Palace - a former Summer residence of the last Russian Emperor Nicolas II. Restaurant lunch. Visit to the Vorontsov Palace and park in Alupka. Dinner. Return to the hotel.

Day 4. Breakfast at the hotel restaurant. Excursion to Hurzuf and Nikitsky Botanical Garden. Lunch at one of the restaurants of Hurzuf. Walk amongst the Nikitsky Botanical Gardens. Return to Yalta. Short sea excursion along the coast. Dinner in the boat.

Day 5. Breakfast at the hotel restaurant. Excursion to the Palace of Alexander III, built at the end of the 19th century. Restaurant dinner. Departure.
The cost of the program is 549 Euro  per person (for a group of not less than 10 tourists).
